Major changes have been implemented to the Campbell’s Labels for Education Program 
 
For many years, the National Home has been involved with the Campbell’s Labels for Education 
Program, receiving vans, musical instruments and other educational products in exchange for 
labels.  Millions of labels have been collected and sent to us over the years.  There are some 
major changes in this program, so please read carefully and do not hesitate to call us with 
questions.  Please note these new changes replace the instructions on page 8 and page 23 in the 
National Home’s Giving Guide. 
 
Campbell’s now has a new way to clip labels.  You no longer need to clip the entire label, all that 
is needed is the UPC (bar code) with the Labels for Education picture.  This can be found on the 
back of the product near the bottom.  While many products are worth one point, there are several 
products worth five points.  When sending your UPCs to the National Home, please do not staple 
or worry about sorting them.  You can put the UPCs in a baggie and we will sort them here.   
 
* Note that Campbell’s cannot accept the 50 oz labels, however; they are accepting the UPC code 
on the outer case that it comes in.  If you have any questions, please call  (800) 424-8360 or  
e-mail mail@vfwnationalhome.org.
